	Instructional Strategy/Activity


	Bell ringer (I will walk around and check answers and I will ask students to share answers to decide if we need to review the topic in more detail)
Lecture on predator and prey relationships. Students will learn about predator/prey relationships and how predators can actually improve the health of the prey populations. We will also cover limiting factors of an ecosystem. 
Deer: Predation or Starvation activity. Students will work in pairs to read about the predator prey relationship between deer and wolves. They will graph the population of deer and wolves found in a forest ecosystem and how it has changed over a ten-year period when their natural predator wolves were introduced to their ecosystem. 
	Bell ringer (I will walk around and check answers and I will ask students to share answers to decide if we need to review the topic in more detail)
Article on symbiotic relationships and activity. Students will learn about symbiotic relationships such as mutualism, commensalism, and parasitism. 

After reading the article the students will work in pairs to complete an activity on identifying the three types of symbiotic relationships. Students will read about a symbiotic relationship and will have to determine if it is mutualism, commensalism, or parasitism. 


	Bell ringer (I will walk around and check answers and I will ask students to share answers to decide if we need to review the topic in more detail)
Materials Humans Use activity. Students will read and answer questions about natural resources and how they are makeup many of the items we use today like cell phones, laptops, TVs, bottled water, etc. we will also learn that while some of these materials are renewable some are non-renewable. Students will also view a short video clip and answer questions from the video.

K-Prep Testing in the morning

Availability of Natural resources activity. Students will gather information to find out what are some of our most important resources, what we use them for and when we will possibly run out of them. They will also gather information on what alternatives might be available to replace those resources.
