	Instructional Strategy/Activity


	-Bell ringer (I will walk around and check answers and I will ask students to share answers to decide if we need to review the topic in more detail)
Complete Simulator on the moon phases. Students will complete their diagrams showing the locations of the Sun, Moon and Earth during each moon phase. 
Start Frayer models. Students will start their Frayer models on rotation, revolution, seasons and moon phases. They will write down a definition, two facts, examples and a picture/diagram for each critical vocabulary word.

	-Bell ringer (I will walk around and check answers and I will ask students to share answers to decide if we need to review the topic in more detail)
Brain pop movie on “Moon Phases”. Students will view a video clip on moon phases and eclipses.
