Rotation – the spinning of Earth on its axis that causes day and night to occur. 
Revolution –the movement of the Earth around the Sun that takes 365 days.
Orbit – the regular curved path that the planets move around the Sun. 

Cause of Seasons – the tilt of the Earth and the revolution around the Sun cause seasons to occur on Earth. 
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Cause of Moon phases- the part of the sunlit side of the moon we can view from Earth gives us the different moon phases. 
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 Solar eclipse – When the moon moves directly between the Sun and Earth and casts a shadow on the Earth. 
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Lunar eclipse – When the Earth moves directly between the Sun and the Moon and casts a shadow on the moon.
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Astronomical unit – the average distance from the Earth to the Sun. A measurement used to calculate distances in space. 
Scale model - a way to draw or represent a very large size object into a smaller visual model.
